7 Steps to your Aslan Adventure

Step 1:  Application Process

· Fill out the Aslan group application, online or on paper, and send it in along with your group deposit ($500-$750).
· Receive your receipt, group preparation material, shortly after receipt of deposit.
· Receive all forms, waivers, directions, and what to bring/expect detail material. 
Step 2: Youth Leader Preparation

· Read through the Intro to Adventure to familiarize yourself with Aslan Adventures program.

· Set your goals for the trip.  What would you like your youth to get out of it?  What would you like us to work towards on your Aslan Adventure?

· Prepare a timeline for yourself and your group that includes the next five steps.  Having a set deadline will give you something to work toward. 

Step 3:  Recruiting

· Advertise the Aslan Adventure to the youth and their parents.  Use pictures and details from the website as needed.

· Develop an application.  Have youth apply and commit early.  This will help avoid competition with other summer activities.

· Recruit adult chaperones.  Involve them in the planning and youth preparation.  This will give your leaders the proper scope and expectations.

· Give Medical & Liability forms to all who sign up, so they can get working on them.  Be absolutely sure to bring these with you on your trip.

Step 4:  Fundraising

· Set a budget and develop a fundraising plan.  Set deadlines for trip payments by the youth.  See our Fundraising help page for ideas.

Step 5:  Preparation

· Read over the preparation materials for your Group Leaders.  Schedule a meeting with them to go over the handouts & discuss your trip goals.
· Read over the preparation materials for your youth.  Have the leaders help you to implement these ideas into some youth meetings.
· Begin focusing on relevant themes in your regular meetings: Christian community, leadership, service, God’s role in personal challenge…
· Talk about goals and expectations.  Discuss rules and safety regulations (Use youth handouts).
· Collect Medical & Liability forms from all participants (adults and youth).
Step 6:  Finalize the Details

· Plan for your transportation needs. (find directions and times on our website)

· Create a detailed schedule of when to meet at the church, leaving time, estimated arrival time, return time, important contact info, etc., to give to parents and other church authorities.

· Make sure all your payments are up to date (See the Timeline).

· Finalize your total group number and notify the Aslan office at least two weeks before your trip.

· Discuss the value of a covenant with your youth and come up with a preliminary covenant (or final if you wish) that everyone can hold to on their Aslan Adventure.

· Talk with the Aslan office to detail any further information you might need.

Step 7:  Your Aslan Adventure & beyond

· Be sure to bring a copy of the directions to the basecamp, and Dan’s phone number to call in case you have trouble finding it.  Also, be sure Aslan Adventures has your cell phone number so we can call you if we need to.

· Monitor the things being packed, so you can weed out any unwanted stuff that will be a hindrance to traveling comfort or group growth (See the “What to Bring” list).

· Meet your Aslan Adventures staff at the basecamp at around 6:00 pm eastern.

· Grow with your group.

· Leave the basecamp by 8:00am to return home.

· Check the Aslan Adventures website for pictures from your experience.

· Write us and tell us how the group was affected upon return.
